GROW AS A DISCIPLE
PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

On this Easter Octave, we celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday.
As Jesus revealed to the Polish nun St. Faustina Kowalska,
the blood and water that gushed forth from his side during
his crucifixion would become a “fountain of mercy” for all
of us. In today’s first reading, we witness what happens
now that the Apostles have received that mercy flowing
from the foot of the cross. Motivated by the mystery of
Jesus’ resurrection and ascension and emboldened by the
gift of the Holy Spirit, these men are now continuing his
ministry of healing. Just as the ill and possessed flocked to
Christ, so now those sick in body or spirit see the power of
Christ working through the Apostles. The beauty of receiv-
ing God’s mercy is that it doesn’t stop once it’s been
poured into us — his mercy compels us, inspiring us to be-
come living fonts of mercy to those we encounter.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

In a somewhat confusing chronology, today’s Gospel takes
place in time before the events in our first reading. So we
go with the disciples back to “the evening of that first day
of the week.” They have been through a lot over the past
weeks. They have watched their community turn on Jesus
and give him over to be brutally killed. They have walked
with him through his agonizing passion and bitter death,
and they have witnessed his glorious resurrection from the
dead. “Overwhelming” seems too small a word. Can you
imagine the weight of their experience on a physical,
emotional, and spiritual level? Now, in today’s Gospel, we
see them gathered together behind locked doors, shaken
from the recent events, and fearing for their own lives.
Somehow, mysteriously, Jesus enters the room and says,
“Peace be with you.” Three times, Jesus repeats this
phrase to his disciples in this reading. Untethered by space
and time and in the wake of grief and glory, the Savior of
the world extends himself in an intimate encounter, radi-
cally present to those who love him.

REFLECT: Throughout today’s Scriptures, we see the Lord’s
relentless pursuit of the human heart. We see a God who
loves us so passionately that he pours himself into us, invit-
ing us to partake in his mission by the outpouring of his
mercy and the power of his Holy Spirit. Today, pause to
reflect on the mercy of God. In what areas of your life can
you see God’s mercy at work? How can you be an instru-
ment of his mercy for others?

“Sisters, brothers, in the wonder of the Easter faith, carrying
in our hearts every expectation of peace and liberation, we
can say: with You, O Lord, everything is new. With you,

CRECER COMO DISCiPULO
ORAR, ESTUDIAR, PARTICIPAR, SIRVIENDO

Tras afos (y, para muchos de nosotros, décadas) de cele-
brar la Pascua, puede que no seamos conscientes de la sin-
gularidad de los relatos de la Resurreccién. Pero una lectura
atenta del Evangelio de hoy nos lleva a preguntarnos: si la
mayoria de nosotros estuviéramos sofiando con el aconteci-
miento mds grande de la historia, 2no lo habriamos hecho
mds emocionante? Un poco de fanfarria habria difundido el
mensaje al mundo y atajado de raiz el escepticismo futuro.
Sin embargo, esto no fue lo que hizo Dios. El relato de la
resurreccién de JesUs no tiene fanfarria; de hecho, no es en
absoluto un relato de resurreccién. Es la historia de una tum-
ba vacia descubierta por una mujer de la que Jesus habia
expulsado siete demonios (cf. Lc 8,2) y dos pescadores. Im-
presionados por la sencillez de estas circunstancias, nos sen-
timos inspirados a adorar la profunda humildad de Dios que
nos invita, pero nunca nos obliga, a responderle con fe.

IR A EVANGELIZAR
ORACION, INVITACION, TESTIMONIO, ACOMPANAMIENTO

En una cronologia algo confusa, el Evangelio de hoy transcu-
rre antes de los acontecimientos de nuestra primera lectura.
Asi que, con los discipulos, regresamos a la tarde de aquel
primer dia de la semana. Han pasado por muchas cosas en
las 0ltimas semanas. Han visto a su comunidad volverse con-
tra Jesus y entregarlo para que fuera brutalmente asesina-
do. Lo han acompanado en su agonizante pasién y amarga
muerte, y han presenciado su gloriosa resurreccion.
«Abrumador» parece una palabra demasiado pequena.
2Se imaginan el peso de su experiencia a nivel fisico, emo-
cional y espiritual? Ahora, en el Evangelio de hoy, los vemos
reunidos tras puertas cerradas, conmocionados por los re-
cientes acontecimientos y temiendo por sus vidas. De alguna
manera, misteriosamente, JesUs entra en la habitacién y dice:
(La paz sea con ustedes). Tres veces, Jesus repite esta frase
a sus discipulos en esta lectura. Libre del espacio y del tiem-
po, Y en medio del dolor y la gloria, el Salvador del mundo
se entrega en un encuentro intimo, radicalmente presente a
quienes lo aman.

REFLEXIONA: A lo largo de las Escrituras de hoy, vemos la
incansable busqueda del Sefior por el corazén humano. Ve-
mos a un Dios que nos ama con tanta pasién que se entrega
a nosotros, invitdndonos a participar en su misién mediante
la efusidn de su misericordia y el poder de su Espiritu Santo.
Hoy, detente a reflexionar sobre la misericordia de Dios.
3En qué dreas de tu vida ves la misericordia de Dios obran-
do? 3Cémo puedes ser un instrumento de su misericordia pa-
ra los demds?
