GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE,
SERVE—Fourth Sunday of Lent

GROW: There has been much commentary over the centu-
ries about Jesus’ use of saliva and mud to heal the man
born blind. One of the most profound interpretations | have
read reminds us that in Genesis, God made man out of “the
dust of the ground.” (Gen 2:7) Jesus’ use of mud in the Gos-
pel suggests that he is re-creating the blind man before
him. The man receives a whole new life, such that even those
who see him after his healing question whether he is the
same person as before: “Isn’t this the one who used to sit
and beg?” ... “No, he just looks like him.” Through this
Gospel, I've come to believe that Jesus is inviting us to see
that every time he touches us in the sacraments, we are in-
wardly re-created, inwardly renewed. As we come to this
midway point in Lent, let’s open our eyes to the ways God
is waiting to meet us with his healing love in the sacraments,
and avail ourselves of this amazing grace.

GO EVANGELIZE | PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS,
ACCOMPANIMENT

GO: Our first reading offers a powerful reminder that alt-
hough humans see what’s on the outside, God looks at our
hearts. While the prophet Samuel thought surely God’s
hand was on Jesse’s oldest son, God chooses David, the
youngest, who was out tending the sheep. In the Gospel, the
Pharisees look at the man born blind and think he is a sin-
ner, born from sinners. But underneath is a man whom Jesus
sends (the name of the pool that Jesus instructs him to go
wash in means “Sent”) to bear witness to all that God has
done for him. God often chooses the unlikeliest (in our eyes)
persons to be the messengers of his Gospel. At times we
may wonder why God has chosen us or feel ourselves lack-
ing in the qualities needed to lead others to the Lord. In
those moments, let’s trust that through our baptism and con-
firmation, the Lord has put his Spirit in us and has equipped
us for the work of sharing the Gospel.

REFLECT: The lyrics “l once was lost, but now am found,
was blind, but now | see,” from the hymn “Amazing Grace”
is based in part on today’s Gospel reading. The man born
blind says, “He put clay on my eyes, and | washed, and
now | can see.” Locate a favorite rendition of this song and
use it in your prayer time this week, reflecting on the ways
God has brought you greater spiritual vision and inner re-
newal this Lent.

CR’ECER COMO DISCIiPULO | ORA, ESTUDIA, COMPRO-
METETE, SIRVE—Cuarto Domingo de Cuaresma

CRECER: A lo largo de los siglos se han hecho muchos co-
mentarios sobre el uso que hizo JesUs de la saliva y el ba-
rro para sanar al ciego de nacimiento. Una de las interpre-
taciones mds profundas que he leido nos recuerda que en
el Génesis Dios hizo al hombre de “arcilla del suelo” (2,7).
El uso que JesUs hace del barro en el Evangelio sugiere que
estd re-creando al ciego que tiene ante si. El hombre recibe
una vida totalmente nueva, hasta el punto de que incluso
quienes lo ven después de su sanacién se preguntan si es la
misma persona que antes: “3No es este el que se sentaba a
pedir limosna?” ... “No ... es uno que se le parece”. A tra-
vés de este Evangelio, he llegado a creer que Jesus nos
invita a ver que cada vez que nos toca en los sacramentos,
somos recreados y renovados interiormente. Al llegar a
este punto intermedio de la Cuaresma, abramos los ojos a
las formas en que Dios estd esperando para salir a nuestro
encuentro con su amor de sanacién en los sacramentos, y
aprovechemos esta asombrosa gracia.

IR Y EVANGELIZAR | ORACION, INVITACION,
TESTIMONIO, ACOMPANAMIENTO

IR: Nuestra primera lectura nos ofrece un poderoso recor-
datorio de que, aunque los humanos vemos lo que hay en el
exterior, Dios mira nuestros corazones. Mientras el profeta
Samuel pensaba que seguramente la mano de Dios estaba
puesta en el hijo mayor de Jesé, Dios elige a David, el mds
joven, que estaba cuidando las ovejas. En el Evangelio, los
fariseos miran al ciego de nacimiento y piensan que es un
pecador, nacido de pecadores. Pero, por debajo, es un
hombre al que JesUs envia (el nombre del estanque al que
JesUs le ordena que vaya a lavarse significa “Enviado”)
para que dé testimonio de todo lo que Dios ha hecho por
él. A menudo, Dios elige a las personas mds inverosimiles (a
nuestros ojos) para que sean los mensajeros de su Evange-
lio. A veces, podemos preguntarnos por qué nos ha elegido
Dios o sentir que carecemos de las cualidades necesarias
para llevar a otros al Sefior. En esos momentos, confiemos
en que, a través de nuestro bautismo y confirmacién, el Se-
fior ha puesto su Espiritu en nosotros y nos ha equipado pa-
ra la labor de compartir el Evangelio.

REFLEXIONAR: La letra “Sublime Gracia del Sefior que un
infeliz salvé; fui ciego, mas hoy puedo ver”, del himno
“Sublime Gracia”, en parte se basa en la lectura del Evan-
gelio de hoy. El ciego de nacimiento “fue, se lavé y, al re-
gresar, ya veia”. Busca una versién favorita de esta cancién
y utilizala en tu tiempo de oracién de esta semana, refle-
xionando sobre las formas en que Dios te ha aportado una
mayor visién espiritual y una renovacién interior esta Cua-
resma.
